Having represented Australia with distinction at four Olympic Games and at three World Championships, Shane Heal’s pursuit of perfection and intensity to win has confirmed his place as one of Australia's greatest sporting stars. Shane is currently the assistant coach of our Olympic Basketball team and shares commentary duties for the NBL with Andrew Gaze for our local NBL season on Fox. 

Shane maintains a strong link to basketball, while he continues to build his business interests, with numerous commercial development projects, franchise businesses. He currently owns and operates 13 fast food franchises as well as building retail property. He employs approximately 200 people and enjoys talking about the synergies between both sport and business.

Drawing from his experience as a professional athlete and businessman, Shane is a versatile speaker able to deliver keynote addresses including motivation, overcoming the odds, leadership, communication, motivation, culture, team work and achieving goals, mixed in with stories and humorous anecdotes from his basketball career in Australia, the NBA, Europe and the Olympic Games.

Shane’s inaugural NBL team was Brisbane. He stood out in his first season winning the NBL Rookie of the Year Award. Since then he has produced a series of impressive seasons, both in Australia (13 NBL seasons) and throughout the world. He became one of the world's premier guards, entertaining fans with his deadly long range shots, tremendous ambition, courage and his flat refusal to back down for anything or anyone.

In 2003, Heal won his first NBL Championship with the Sydney Kings becoming the first captain in Sydney Kings history to lead the club to the long awaited prize. Shane came out of retirement in 2006 for a short time and has since played his last game in the NBL with the Gold Coast Blaze (retiring in 2008).

Shane dispelled the myth that to achieve in basketball you need to be tall and extremely athletic. Instead proving to the world in his own flamboyant way, that all you really need is dedication and courage. Establishing an attitude - everything is achievable - if you put your mind to it.  

Shane’s Sporting History includes; 4 Olympic Games: 1992, 1996, 2000 & 2004 (Captain in '04), 3 World Championships; 1987 (Junior), 1994 & 1998, More total points and assists than any other player in the world at the '96, '00 & '04 Olympics. NBA - Minnesota Timberwolves 1996-97, NBA - San Antonio Spurs 2003, 3 years in powerful Greek League - All Star in 2 years, A stint in Italian League, NBL - 13 Seasons, once scored 61 points in an NBL game, All Star – 8 Years, Youngest player to ever score 1000 points in NBL, Scored 8 - 3 point baskets against the USA Dream Team at the 1996 Olympics.
